
 On Saturday, June 27, 2009 the reunion of the Sachse Volunteer 
Fire Department and Ladies' Auxiliary took place at the Sachse Histori-
cal Society Museum.  It was a hot day, and the reunion picnic was at the 
very hottest time: from 4:00 to 7:00 p.m. – perfectly fitting for a fire de-
partment event! 

The museum grounds were ready for it.  The gazebo was set off  
with crepe myrtles, holly, and other colorful plants; the sidewalks, porch, 
grass, and shrubs created the perfect setting for the event.  We had a large 
tent awning, and plenty of parking.  To be able to host such events is exactly 
what we’ve been working towards, and what a worthy event was the SVFD Re-
union. 

As they say, a good time was had by all.  People who hadn’t seen each 
other in years got to reminisce, and new friends were made.  Generosity seemed 
to come out of the woodwork as so many people pitched in to 
make it happen.   The food was wonderful, and we couldn’t have 
wished for anything more. Several generous donations were made 
to the restoration of our fire engine. 

The high point of the picnic was when Sachse Fire Chief 
Doug Kendrick dedicated the 1948 Ahrens Fox fire engine to be 
renamed the Joe J. Stone Engine #3, in honor of 
Joe’s service to the Sachse Volunteer Fire De-
partment.   He was Fire Chief From1968 until 
1987, and was instrumental in the training and 
equipping of the men.  While Fire Chief, he 
founded Sachse’s first public library.

“The Joe J. Stone Engine # 3” 
 
 The restoration project of the 1948 
Ahrens Fox is moving ahead.  During the 
SVFD Reunion, Sachse Fire Chief Doug 
Kendrick formally dedicated and renamed 
the engine the Joe J. Stone Engine #3.  That 
dedication was a milestone for the Sachse 
Historical Society – especially for Joe, who 
served as Fire Chief from 1968 until 1987. 
 Previous newsletters have described 
Phase I restoration projects.  During the SVFD and Ladies’ Auxiliary Reunion, 
donations were requested in lieu of “admission” and a number people were 

very generous. The historical society’s fire engine restoration committee is cur-
rently seeking bids on body prep and labor for Phase II of the project: painting 
the fire engine!

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 At the 2009 Annual Meeting of the Sachse His-
torical Society, Wanda Stone donated via Jean and 

Roger Brand the Purple Heart medal awarded to her late husband, 
Willie Stone.  We appreciate the generosity of Wanda, and thank 
Jean and Roger for bringing the items to us. 
 Willie C. Stone was an Army Staff Sergeant in World War 
II, and was killed in action in Holland on September 19, 1944.  His 
glider crashed, and all on board were killed.   Wanda also donated 
to the Sachse Historical Museum an 8 x 10 photograph of Willie 
and letters from the War Department. 
 The Sachse Historical Society has set aside an exhibit in the 
museum to recognize military veterans.  A number of other photo-
graphs have been received, and a newly formed committee will 
determine space needed in the museum, display techniques, and 
assemble the appropriate information about the military veterans 
from the Sachse community. 
 If you are interested in participating in this effort, we 
would love to hear from you and have you join us.  If you have 
information about a military veteran, we would be honored to ac-
cept the information, donation of letters, photos, and memora-
bilia.  Honoring the men and women who have served our country 
in the museum is directly a part of the mission of the Sachse His-
torical Society: Preserving the Past for the Enlightenment of the 
Present Generation, and recording the Present for the Benefit of 
Future Generations.

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 This year at the Sachse Historical Society booth at 
Fall Fest, we will have a special fund raising event.  We 
have received a guitar signed by Kenney Chesney, along 
with guitar pick, a signed 8 x 10 photo, and book of con-
cert photos – to be raffled in a package. 
 Kenney Chesney is an American country music 
artist. Since 1993, 
Chesney has re-
corded thirteen al-
bums, eleven of 
which have been 
certified gold or 
higher by the 
RIAA . He has also 
produced more 
than thirty Top 
Ten singles on the 
U.S. Billboard Hot 
Country Songs 
charts, seventeen of 
which reached 
Number One. In 
addition, Chesney has 
received six ACM  
(including four con-
secutive Entertainer of the Year Awards), [ as well as six 
CMA  awards. Chesney is also one of the most popular 
touring acts in country music, regularly selling out the 
venues at which he performs.  His 2007 Flip-Flop Summer 
Tour was the highest-grossing country road trip of 2007. 
He was awarded his 4th consecutive ACM Entertainer of 
the Year award on May 18, 2008, and again in 2009.
